1. A participant in this tournament must be a member of the Greater Birmingham USBC Inc. for the 2011-2012 season. 

2. Handicap will be based on 100% of individual average and 200. 

 
3. Bowlers will use their highest 2010-2011 certified Greater Birmingham USBC, Inc. book average. Bowlers without a 2010-2011  

GBUSBCA book average, can use a GBUSBCA sanctioned  league average as of 12/30/2011,  provided there is a minimum of twelve(12) 

games bowled in the sanctioned league play.  If bowler has less than the required number of games as of 12/30/2011, they can use 

their average as of the tournament participation date and have the required number of games.  If bowler(s) does not have the 

required amount of games, they will bowl SCRATCH.  Rules 319A, 319C through 319E do not apply. 

 
4. Check in time will be 30 minutes prior to the start of specified squad time. 

 
5. All Events will consist of Singles, Doubles and Team events scores.  Highest team score will count towards All Events. 

 
6. Multiple participations will be allowed only for Team Events, but cannot have more than three (3) original players on the roster.  

Singles and Doubles events will be played consecutively and considered as one (1) event.  Singles Event is bowled first followed by the 

Doubles Event on the same pair of lanes.  Team and Doubles Events are separated by average divisions.  Singles and All Events are 

separated by Girls and Boys average divisions. 

 
7. Prizes will be at least one (1) out of every eight (8) entries. 

 
8. The Association Manager must decide on all disputes, complaints or protests under USBC Rules. 

 
9. Errors in scoring must be reported to the Association Manager for correction within twenty-four (24) hours after games have been 

bowled.  Official scores will be taken from the centers computer scoring system. Per USBC rules 327A. 

 
10. Entry closing date is December 27, 2011 and all coaches must have turned in certified league averages as of the above date.  No squad 

will be added after January 15, 2012 at 1:30pm. 

 
11. No powders of any kind (Talcum or Baby Powder) allowed in the bowling circle during Tournament Play.
