                                                                                                  Tournament Rules. 

1. Participant in this tournament must be a member of the Greater Birmingham USBC for the current season.  

2. Handicap will be based on 100% of individual average and 220. 

3. Bowler must use book average of 12 games or more from the 2024-25 season or average of 12 games or more as of  March 

28, 2026. WHICHEVER IS HIGHER. If a bowler has a sport or challenge average only, their average must be converted based 

on the USBC conversion chart. If a bowler has both sport/challenge or house/standard average the highest average will be 

used without the conversion.  

4. If the bowler(s) does not met the above average criteria or the required amount of games, they will bowl scratch.   

5. Check in time will be 30 minutes prior to the start of specified squad time. 

6. All Events will consist of Singles, Doubles and Team event scores.  Highest team will count towards All Events total. 

7. Multiple participation will be allowed in the Team event only, provided two members are changed in the line-up.  The highest 

team score will count towards All Events.  Bumpers division will bowl two (2) games and all other divisions will bowl three (3) 

games.  An entrant must compete in all three events to be eligible for All Events.  Doubles and Singles will be bowled consec-

utively.  Singles will be bowled first (if entered in one, must bowl both).  Team Event may have any mixture of 4 bowlers.  

Singles and All Events will be separated in Boys and Girls division.   Doubles event will be with any mix.  Doubles and Singles 

will be bowled on the same pair of lanes. 

8. Bumper Division only allowed in the Singles event and will bowl two (2) games. 

9. Awards will be given on the basis of one (1) out of every (6) entries in each division for handicap.  Scratch awards will only be 

given to first place winners in each division.  Bumpers will bowl 2 games for the entire tournament.  Awards for the Bumpers 

will be given on the basis of one (1) out of every 2 entries in each boy and girl divisions for handicap.  Scratch awards will be 

given to the First Place winners in each division. 

10. A total of four scholarships will be awarded by GBUSBC to the highest Scratch and highest Handicap All Events scores for both 

girls and boys regardless of division. 

11. The Association Manager must decide on all disputes, complaints or protest under USBC rules. 

12. Official scores will be taken from the centers computer scoring system.  Per USBC rules 327a 

13. Entry closing date is March 28, 2026.  No squad will be added after May 3 2026 at 1:30 pm. 

14. No powders of any kind will be allowed in the bowling circle during tournament play. 

15. The use of any Tobacco, Alcohol and/or playing with electronic devices are not allowed during the tournament.  Only partici-

pants are allowed in the bowler’s area. 

16. Youth dress code will be enforced.  No torn or baggy pants allowed.  Shorts & skorts will be permitted provided they are at 

least 3  inches from the knee.  No apparel or bowling equipment that advertises tobacco or alcohol. 

17. Lanes will be oiled prior to each squad. 

18. All other USBC playing rules will govern this tournament.
